Purpose of the Regional and Minority Languages Bursaries
To promote regional and minority languages by providing financial support to assist in the learning of Irish and Ulster Scots through study visits to recognised Summer Colleges.

Level of Funding 
Up to £500, award will be dependent on the number of applications received annually.


Funding Period

Funding covers the period from 1st April 2026 – 31st March 2027.

Eligibility
Applicants must: 
· Be a resident of Mid Ulster Council 
· Have registered to attend a recognised residential language course in Irish or Ulster Scots.
· Apply in advance of the event (retrospective applications will not be accepted).

Assessments
Applications will be assessed on a pass/fail basis based on eligibility and allocation budget distributed among recipients
